Character-In-A-Bag!
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Objective: Students will be able to interpret a chosen character from the novel Animal Farm and represent that character in original symbolic form(s) and present to the class.
Materials: novel (Animal Farm), bag of "symbols", notecards with explanations of each symbol.
You and/or a partner must present your character to the class using 3-5 objects in a bag. Symbols may be objects found around the house or they may be hand-made. Do not be concrete with the symbols (example - a pig figurine for Napoleon). Each object should symbolize something different about that character-do no repeat traits! Other students in the class will try and guess which character you and/or your partner have selected by examining each of the symbols in your bag. Afterwards, you and/or your partner will have to explain why you selected each symbol/item.
